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ST. ANDREW�S CHURCH TIMSBURY

It is wonderful to think of the things that go on at St 
Andrew�s. As well as the regular services, we have the 
opportunity to celebrate Christmas, Easter, Harvest and 
other events throughout the year. Many people will have 
celebrated some of the happiest moments of their lives 
here, at weddings, baptisms and services of celebration. 
It has been there as a peaceful haven in times of trouble, 
where people can come to reflect, pray or just be quiet. 
Even people of no religious faith may feel that the 
building itself is worthy of preservation; it is genuinely 
considered to be something of an architectural gem, 
having been largely bypassed by Victorian restorations. 
This is our church, so it is our responsibility. 
To maintain the church�s life we have to keep paying the 
�Grocery Bill�; all those day to day costs that keep 
coming in, like insurance, electricity, our �Parish Share� 
to the Diocese, and for basic maintenance. 
For a long time we have been fortunate in that we had 
money invested from a bequest, many years ago, and 
then from the sale of Church House. After the expenses 
of repairing the west end of the church twelve years or so 
ago, and more recently, the cost of the new ceiling, our 
reserves have now dwindled to virtually nothing, and our 
regular income is not meeting the outgoings.
This year, we expect our weekly expenditure to be about 
�304, made up, roughly of �227 (Parish Share), �50 
(Premises costs), �25 (Photocopying, Clergy Expenses) 

and other sundries such as outreach work. 
We currently receive �146 in income: �120 from planned 
giving from the small congregation, �12 from fees, and 
�14 from fundraising events. So our target is an extra 
�158 per week- just to keep staying still.
What will happen if we continue as we are? Well, in the 
short to medium term, the Diocese will support us, but it 
will not be able to do so indefinitely, and then the 
question of the possible redundancy of St Andrews will 
be raised, so that the building would be, in effect, 
�Mothballed� like Ashley or Eldon, with even the long-
term possibility of it being sold for re-development.
�Every little helps� as they say, so if you do feel able to 
aid us by regular giving, it would be much appreciated. 
By Gift Aiding donations, your generosity can be 
augmented, at no cost to you, by about 20%. Your 
confidentiality, naturally, will be respected. Details of 
how to set up Standing Orders or Direct Debits can be 
obtained from our Treasurer, Clarissa Smith, at Little 
Herons, Heron Lane (367134).

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Dear Friends,

The story is told of a clergyman who always wrote out his sermon in full, leaving wide margins to each page. In 
those margins he would put �stage directions� to himself to ensure that he had the right inflexion of voice at each 
point of the sermon. His most often used direction was, �Argument weak. Shout here.�

This could be the direction given for much of the modern broadcasting media. Drama and effect seem to be the 
aim, rather than a search for truth and clarity. If a complex situation cannot be summarised in a few words, then it 
is inappropriate for broadcasting. Unless a debate is turned into an argument, the broadcaster has failed. 
Consequently, those who are considered to be the most effective speakers on radio and television are those who 
are good at producing the so-called �sound bites.�

All this has had a quite devastating effect on the population as a whole, for it is becoming increasingly more 
difficult to offer a sustained and carefully reasoned lecture. If the attempt to set out facts lasts for more than a few 
minutes, many of the hearers simply become bored and switch off, despite the fact that few of the deepest issues 
of life can be answered in one or two short statements.

The Bible takes a rather different view of the matter. God, we are told, �speaks in a still, small voice�. The only 
way in which he can be heard is by carefully listening out for him. His Messiah, Jesus, is described as one who 
�will not break a bruised reed� and one who has compassion on the crowd because they were �like sheep without 
a shepherd.� Those who would follow him are encouraged to see that �in returning and rest you shall be saved.� 
All this seems a long way from the clamour of the broadcast media and a long way from the rather empty 
character of the Christian Faith that is so often presented there. 

To try and redress the balance, St. Andrew�s, Timsbury, is organising a course in the autumn to examine the 
meaning of life and death and to set out the facts about the Christian Faith. We shall be using the Alpha Course 
material, which uses both talks and discussion to examine what it means to be a follower of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. We fully expect the course to be both interesting and stimulating, appealing to both adults and young 
people and also to both those who simply curious about the faith and those who wish to deepen their faith.

The course will be led by Canon Steve Pittis, a good friend of our parishes and a highly skilled presenter who will 
help everyone to feel at home. Each evening will begin with a supper, for which we will make a nominal charge of 
�2.50 to cover the cost, and will be held (by kind invitation of Roger and Mary Savage) in Poppies Caf� at Choice 
Plants, Stockbridge Road. If you are at all interested, please come along � it is a friendly venue with plenty of 
room for everyone! Supper will start at 7.15pm, and the course itself at approximately 7.45pm. The dates are 
Wednesdays: September 24th, 30th; October 7th,14th, 21st; November 4th,  11th, 18th; December 9th; with an 
Awayday from 10.00am to 3.30pm on Saturday 5th December, probably in the newly refurbished Church Room 
at Braishfield.

Do try and come if you can! If you are a little uncertain, why not come to the first evening and see what you think, 
for it will be no good wondering about it from afar. We look forward to meeting you there.

represented and the customers were rolling in.

marquee where 
the freshly made 
crepes were very 
popular and the 
PreSchool stands 
and competitions 
being hotly 
contested. Not 
under contention 
was the appeal of 
the hot dogs! The bouncy castle for the younger 
visitors was very popular as was the face painting 
creating some quite frightening small characters! 

At one o�clock over 
25 members of the 
Michelmersh Silver 
Training Band, 
conducted by Jan 
Boler, entertained 
visitors with 
splendid music to 
accompany all the 
activities.

were selling everything from bric-a-brac, books and

Nursery on

Road 
displayed a 
splendid array 
of plants. 
There was ice 
cream, candy 
floss, the 
croquet and football goal scoring competitions and 
of course the ticket buying at various draws and 
tombolas,.
In the Jubilee Hall the Horticultural Society�s 27th

Annual Show judges had 
completed their deliberations 
and the exhibits were being 
viewed by a steady stream of 
visitors.  The cookery exhibits 
were much praised by the 
judges as was the quality of 
the vegetables grown but there 
had been a disappointing 
reduction in the number of 
members entering the floral 
classes.  Delicious tea and 
cakes were on offer in the hall 
from members of the Care 
Group.

By 2.30 threatening clouds were gathering and the 
time had come for the prize giving. A move in to the 
Jubilee Hall was thought to be sensible as the band 
ended their concert. Bob Davis, Chairman of the 
Parish Council, awarded the Horticultural Cups and 
winners of all the various competitions received their 
prizes.

To completely conclude the event the heavens 
opened and the heaviest of rains fell. However each 
participating organisation reported the event to have 
been a great success and their finances to have 
benefitted substantially.  The stands and gazebos 
were hurriedly taken down and finally produce from 
the show was auctioned off by John Hunt.

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HORTICULTURAL SOCIETY VISIT TO HOUGHTON GARDENS
The evening of Tuesday June 16th this year was a beautiful, idyllic sunny summer 
evening. Some lucky members of the Michelmersh & Timsbury Horticultural 
Society joined committee member Julie Willis on a visit to the memorable 
Houghton Lodge and Gardens on the River Test. Built sometime before 1799 and 
probably intended as a fishing lodge, it is one of the earliest examples of a Cottage 
Orn� or Rural Retreat.  It gazes across one of the most beautiful stretches of the 
river and gardens. 
A visit to Houghton gardens is a lovely 
experience with its hospitable visitor 
centre, Orchid House, walled garden, 
hundred metre long herbaceous border 

and topiary �Peacock� Garden.  The unique Hydroponicum demonstrates a way 
of gardening without using soil. Instead plants are successfully grown in water 
borne nutrients. One of the few if not the only opportunity for the public to view 
this method.
There was so much for members to enjoy.  Strolling through 5 acres of park and
lawns members revelled in the peaceful surroundings.

A ROYAL OCCASION

Back in January we were, delivered a letter from the 
Lord Lieutenant of Hampshire. I do not often get letters 
from Mrs Mary Fagan JP, although I have met her on 
several occasions. This did not really explain why her 
clerk should be writing to me suggesting that my name 
be included in a list of persons to be forwarded to the 
Lord Chamberlain to be invited to one of Her Majesty�s 
Buckingham Palace Garden Parties. The invitation was 
to include Sue, my wife � which was a relief!
On the day at just before 3 o�clock we joined the queue 
on Constitution Hill for admission to the Palace. Garden 
parties have been held at Buckingham Palace since the 
1860s, when Queen Victoria instituted what were known 
as 'breakfasts' (though they took place in the afternoon). 
In the 1950s the number of garden parties held at 
Buckingham Palace was increased from two to three a 
year. They took the place of presentation parties 
attended by debutantes, but have evolved into a way of 
rewarding and recognising public service. They are 
attended by people from all walks of life.
For our day the Court Circular reported that �The Queen 
and The Duke of Edinburgh gave an Afternoon Party in 
the garden of Buckingham Palace . The Earl of Wessex, 
The Duke of Kent, Prince and Princess Michael of Kent, 
and Princess Alexandra, the Hon. Lady Ogilvy were 
present. Her Majesty's Body Guard of the Honourable 
Corps of Gentlemen-at-Arms and The Queen's Body 
Guard of the Yeomen of the Guard were on duty.�
We were lucky to see all the royal party � but not 
introduced! Each garden party is attended by about 
8,000 guests but it did not feel crowded. We mingled 
amongst the other visitors, some in top hat and tails, 
some in spectacular uniforms and some like myself in 
lounge suits. We then explored the gardens which cover 
40 acres. They include a helicopter landing area,  3 acre 
lake, and a tennis court). It is home to 30 different 
species of bird and more than 350 different wild flowers, 
some extremely rare. 
Tea was being served in the main tea tent when at 4.00 
pm The Band of the Grenadier Guards played the 
National Anthem announcing the arrival of Her Majesty 
The Queen and Members of the Royal Family. Selected 
guests were presented to The Queen and her party.

The Gentlemen at Arms formed lanes for the royal 
group to move through the guests. We spent some time 
�people watching� and the band of the Army Air Corps 
took turns to play selections of music whilst the Royals 
took tea in the Royal Tea Tent meeting members of the 
Diplomatic Corps.
The Queen and her party left their tea tent passing very 
near where we were standing to walk back through a 
corridor of guests. Several disabled guests were 
presented to her as, at a quarter to six, the Grenadier 
Guards Band struck up the National Anthem for the 
Queen and her party to return into the palace.
Having had a most memorable afternoon, we walked 
back along the Mall to where our driver had parked the 
car. Here we heard that seeing Prince Charles walking 
along The Mall apparently unaccompanied had 
enlivened his wait for us!

SOUR GRAPES VINEYARD

Fancy a bit of grape picking this year? No need to travel 
to France. We need about 6 to 8 people to help with the 
harvest which happens mid to late October, as soon as 
the grapes reach the right sugar level. We try to choose 
a sunny day � but can�t always guarantee it � and we 
harvest quickly � one or two days depending on how 
many people we can get to help. You�ll need wellie 
boots and secateurs. It�s voluntary work, but if you can 
spare a few hours, we do have an after harvest feast 
with wine for everyone, as soon as we�ve finished for 
the day. If you�re interested call 01794 367300
Anyone who has walked past Oak Tree House may 
have noticed that work has, at last, started on building 
SOUR GRAPES VINEYARD winery, the foundations 
are now complete. We are awaiting builders who will 
start in September, and hopefully finish in time for this 
year�s harvest.
In the future we hope the vineyard and winery will 
become a welcome asset to the village and that anyone 
interested will be able to join in the wine tastings and 
events which we will be organising.

Broadband Service

slower making it impossible to use such things as BBC 
iPlayer. The Parish Council have started work to lobby the 
service providers to try and get an improved service. We 
would like to hear of your experience of using broadband so 
that we can use examples to make our case.

Annual Return and Financial Summary
The annual return and financial summary for 2008/9 has 
been completed and audited. If anyone would like to inspect 
a copy of the annual return and the account book, they can 
do that by arrangement with the Parish Clerk between the 
dates of 7 to 25 September.
Grant Requests
Each year the Parish Council makes a budget provision to 
provide village organisations with grant aid. If you think that 
your club has a project that would benefit from grant 
support, please get in touch with the Parish Clerk who will 
advise on the format and information that will be required by 
the Council to evaluate the request.
Tilebourne Access
The Parish Council has for some time been concerned that 
part of the access route to the new development at the old 
Tile Works site encroaches on a section of bridle way that 
does not have a right of vehicular access. They have been 
trying to get Hampshire County Council to carry out a 
ground survey to establish once and for all if an 
encroachment has been made. The Council have now 
received a letter from Hampshire CC turning down the 
request and stating that it is not their place to make this 
determination. This, they say, is a matter to be resolved 
between the developer and the potential purchaser and that 
prospective purchasers will have to be satisfied that 
adequate private vehicular rights exist by enquiries of the 
vendor before contracts are exchanged.
Planning Matters
Applications considered by the Parish Council:

�� Replacement dwelling at Squirrels Lodge, Rudd 
Lane � no objection.

�� Replacement dwelling at Cranbrooke, Stockbridge 
Road � no objection, but concerns about parking 
of contractors vehicles during the building process 
were expressed to the planning officers.

�� New dwelling and conversion of existing cottage to 
garage, Mayfly Cottage, Timsbury - no objection.

�� Demolition of existing extensions and erection of 
new, Old Rectory, Rudd Lane - objection. It was 
considered that the windows in the proposed 
extension should match the existing windows in 
the main house and the new chimney in the Coach 
House was positioned too close to the 
neighbouring property with a resulting loss of 
amenity.

�� Prune one ash, 10 Mannygham Way - no 
objection.

�� Demolition of existing dwelling and erection of 
new, Woodlands, Haccups Lane - objection on the 
grounds that the proposed new dwelling would be 
overbearing and dominating in the street scene. It 
would overlook the neighbouring property in a way 
that the current bungalow did not. However, 
should TVBC decide to give permission, the Parish 
Council made the point that there should be no 
new access created, the current screening should 
be retained and the bank (which was a feature of 

this part of Haccups Lane) should not be removed. 
If it was required to be breached during the build 
process, then it should be returned to its original 
state.

�� Erection of industrial storage building, The Shop, 
New Road - no objection.

Decisions made by Test Valley Borough Council:
�� Two applications for revisions to house design at 

the Tile Works site were given permission despite 
a stout objection from the Chairman of the Parish 
Council and our Test Valley Borough Councilor.

�� Extensions to Nurses Cottage, Haccups Lane �
permission.

�� Outbuilding at Oak Tree House � permission.
�� Holly Tree Cottage appeal � dismissed.
�� Demolition of garage and erection of new 

detached building, Barn Cottage, Mesh Road -
permission.

�� Screening Option for training facility, Timsbury 
Lakes - EIA required.

�� Appeal at Little Heritage, New Road - allowed.

Those of you who regularly travel along Stockbridge 
Road in Timsbury will probably have noticed that 
building work has been going on in the new Band 
Hall (old Timsbury WI Hall).

The main hall has now 
been partitioned to provide a reception area with 
separate Music Library/storeroom, with double doors 
opening in to the main rehearsal room. The flat-
roofed kitchen and toilet area has been completely 
gutted and refurbished to provide a kitchen and 
committee room with new ladies and gents toilets - a 
huge relief, (pardon the pun), to our arachnophobic 
lady players who no longer have to brave cobwebs 
and spiders to visit the loo!

Possibly the two platoons formed a small company.
There is no indication on the photographs of where 
and when they were taken, but Bernard, landlord of 
The Newport for many years and a member of the 
Braishfield Platoon, was certain they were taken in 
1943, but thought they were taken in Romsey.   It is 
just possible the pavilion on Romsey�s Playing 
Fields in 1943, in Alma Road, was identical to that 
on Timsbury Rec. � but more likely he was 
mistaken!
